The SPARC Volunteer Coach Awards recognises coaches for their voluntary, unpaid coaching over the previous 
12 months. 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. Instructions headed How to Enter form part of these Terms and Conditions of entry. 2. The Sponsors are Sport and Recreation New Zealand and Heinz Wattie’s Ltd.
3. Each entry may only be submitted once. 4. Only people currently coaching at school or club level (not representative level) are eligible to be nominated in the SPARC 
Volunteer Coach Awards 2010. Only unpaid, voluntary work will be judged, not paid coaching. 5. Eligible coaches may be nominated by any resident of New Zealand, other 
than employees of SPARC, Heinz Wattie’s Ltd and their immediate families or associated agencies. 6. Nominations must be received by midnight 8 September 2010. 7. All 
entries become the property of SPARC 8. Each nominated coach receives a letter of thanks. The three selected regional coach award winners from each region also receive 
sporting apparel from SPARC and a generous supply of Wattie’s products. One award winner from each region will also receive a coach development opportunity to take 
place over a weekend and will include development workshops and attendance at a significant sporting event, with travel and accommodation paid for by SPARC. 9. Awards 
are made at the judges’ discretion. 10. The judges’ decisions in relation to any aspect of the Awards and the sports voucher prize draw will be final. No correspondence 
will be entered into. 11. The first 17 correct entry forms drawn for the sports voucher prizes will win the nominated coaches a Stirling Sports voucher (to the value of $100).
